5. The Mid Valley Unit will provide hot briquettes and a shovel. 
6. There will be a sanitation station set up with hot water and garbage cans will be available. 
7. Contestants will have their choice of cooking a main dish or a dessert or both. 
8. Each contestant cook station will be labeled, i.e., Team 1, 2, etc., for public voting purposes. 
9. All cooking needs to be done on site starting at 12:00 noon.
